VIRTUAL NETWORKS FOR VOCATIONAL TEACHERS IN TURKEY

Concept
Virtual networks are well used by vocational teachers in Europe and internationally.    Virtual Networks can have the following functions:
1. Sharing news about events, publications, policy developments – nationally and internationally
2. Sharing teaching materials and reflecting upon practice 
3. Networking – sustaining and encouraging relationships between participants 
4. Signalling opportunities, for example, for professional development, for funding, for partnerships
5. On-line learning, for example, through videos or webinars
6. Valorisation of experiences and practice
The ETF, in partnership with the Ministry of National Education, has undertaken research in Turkey to map and evaluate existing virtual networks for vocational teachers and also to explore alternative options to take forward a pilot development in 2017.
The meeting will be of interest to policy makers with a responsibility for the professional development of teachers and for the improvement of vocational education and the development of digital and on line learning.  It is also relevant to organisations that have developed or would like to develop virtual networks, on-line educational resources and e-learning tools and to teachers and schools that would like to shape these developments.
The purpose of this meeting is to review the findings of this research and to develop a shared understanding of a) the current situation and b) alternative ways forward.
The ETF plans to support, in an appropriate manner, a pilot development or further-development of one virtual platform for VET teachers in 2017.
